Dear Chairman Eaton:
	In connection with the pending Motions for Reconsideration and Clarification, the question has been raised by several parties as to whether Georgia Power Company (“Georgia Power” or the “Company”) intends to set its solar avoided cost using a PURPA "total system / all hours" basis.  We all understand that the avoided cost will be submitted for approval, and considered and approved or adjusted by the Georgia Public Service Commission at a later date.  We all agree that this question does not directly affect the pending motions. However, we also recognize that clarity as to how Georgia Power plans to set the avoided cost number will be helpful at this point in time.  

	For purposes of complying with the Order in this docket, the Company will calculate the avoided costs based on the unique value that each solar technology provides on a projected hourly basis based upon most recent cost assumptions similar to the Advanced Solar Initiative (“ASI”) approach.  For example, a tracking solar project will have a unique hourly production curve and thus a unique hourly avoided cost value rather than a similar fixed tilt system which produces less energy.  We currently calculate the projected "solar avoided costs" filed under Docket 4822 on a projected hourly basis and that is how ASI is calculated as well.  We do not set the ASI avoided cost at the “total system / all hours” PURPA avoided cost amount.
