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Good Morning--  I’m Steve Prenovitz.  Over 14 years  Concerned Ratepayers of GA (CRG)  has participated in---  28  Vogtle VCMs,  Rate cases,  a Prudency case, and a few IRPs.   

Yet , In December 23 Commission Johnson  had me evicted, with a police escort.   He refused to hear my response to the false and derogatory comments by staff attorney Thomas, regarding CRG.     [Doc  #216930  GA PSC ]
So why return?   John Wayne, the legendary actor, noted -- “ Life is tough.  Life is tougher if you are stupid.”  This plan is stupid and requires a candid and intelligent response.
Although data centers are vigorously recruited with tax breaks --   GA Power is not required to meet their massive power needs.   The Company  confirmed --  this would be the largest electric generation fleet in its’ history,   [AJC  03-30-25]    with a projected  6,000 MW  of load growth by the end of  28.    (Grub testimony p.9]    Despite the hype -- GA Power does not have to do this.
Nor is the Commission  required to approve this plan.  The Commission is obligated  to protect the public from excessive rate increases--  a task frequently neglected.  Do Keep this in mind as you evaluate the testimony of all witnesses, including public witnesses.

GA Power’s share of Vogtle 3 & 4 added only 1,000 MWs of capacity  at a cost  (after  adjustments)   of $11 billion+    ($11,000/KW+).    The Vogtle impact alone increased rates about  25%.  IRP 25 proposes to add  6 X  Vogtle’s capacity, within 3.5 years.   It took over 15 years to complete  1,000 MWs  of Vogtle.

· How much does all this cost  and what is its impact on customer rates?  
We do not know.  However, we do know that since GA Power cannot control costs -- they focus on controlling their regulators, with success.  This current  IRP neglected to include any realistic cost estimates, although it did contain major redactions.   GA Power also refused to discuss  any potential rate impact, combined with their dismal record in accurately forecasting load growth.
So why do it?  GA Power’s failure to effectively address these core issues highlights the deficiency of their entire IRP process.  This is a total Strategic thinking and planning breakdown;  compounded by many ---  staff, intervenors, witnesses, attorneys and consultants’  inability and unwillingness to advocate for the public interest, they claim to represent.  

Finally, it is fiscal insanity to spend  billion  $ more to meet the projected needs of  these massive data centers,   Have we learned nothing from the multi-billion $ cost overruns and financial pain caused by Vogtle and the nuclear industry?   The cost and the risks are too great.  Benefits too uncertain.  No company in a competitive industry would attempt to implement such a plan.  No responsible board or oversight agency would ever approve it.
So Commissioners--  What are you going to do?
