[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]	COMES NOW the Staff of the Georgia Public Service Commission (“Commission”) and, pursuant to the authority vested in it by the Commission pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 46-2-57, herein propounds the following interrogatories and requests for production of documents (collectively, “data requests”), to be answered under oath by designated representatives or agents of Georgia Power Company.  Staff requests that a complete set of the responses and supporting documents be filed with the Commission’s Executive Secretary in the manner set forth in Utility Rule 515-2-.04(4).  Staff requests that an original and five (5) copies be filed with the Executive Secretary of the Commission.  Accompanied therewith shall be an electronic version of the filing, which shall be made on a 3 ½ inch diskette or a CD ROM containing an electronic version of its filing in Microsoft Word® for text documents or Excel® for spreadsheets.  As contemplated by law, responses to these Data Requests are expected from Georgia Power Company on or before September 10, 2025.

DEFINITIONS

As may be used in this document:  
1.	“The Company,” “Georgia Power” or “The Utility” means Georgia Power Company and its present and former officers, employees, agents, representatives, directors, and all other persons acting or purporting to act on behalf of said Company.
2. The term “you” and “your” refer to “the Company.”
3. The term “person” means any natural person, corporation, corporate division, partnership, other unincorporated association, trust, government agency, or entity.
4. The term “document” or “documentation” shall have the broadest possible meaning under applicable law.  “Document” or “documentation” means every writing or record of every type and description that is in the possession, custody or control of the Company including, but not limited to, correspondence, memoranda, e-mails, drafts, workpapers, summaries, stenographic or handwritten notes, studies, notices, publications, books, pamphlets, reports, surveys, minutes or statistical compilations, computer and other electronic records or tapes or printouts, including, but not limited to, electronic mail files; and copies of such writing or records containing any commentary or notation whatsoever that does not appear in the original.  The term “document” or “documentation” further includes, by way of illustration and not limitation, schedules, progress schedules, time logs, drawings, computer disks, chart projections, time tables, summaries of other documents, minutes, surveys, work sheets, drawings, comparisons, evaluations, laboratory and testing reports, telephone call records, personal diaries, calendars, personal notebooks, personal reading files, transcripts, witness statements and indices.
5. The term “referring or relating to” means consisting of, containing, mentioning, suggesting, reflecting, concerning, regarding, summarizing, analyzing, discussing, involving, dealing with, emanating from, directed at, pertaining to in any way, or in any way logically or factually connected or associated with the matter discussed.
6. “And” and “or” as used herein shall be construed both conjunctively and disjunctively and each shall include the other whenever such construction will serve to bring within the scope of these discovery requests any information that would not otherwise be brought within their scope.
7. The singular as used herein shall include the plural and the masculine gender shall include the feminine and the neuter.    
8. “Identify” or “identifying” or “identification” when used in reference to a person other than a natural person means to state:  the full name of the person and any names under which it conducts business; the present or last known address of the person; and, the present or last known telephone number of the person.
9. “Identify” or “identifying” or “identification” when used in reference to a document means to provide with respect to each document requested to be identified by these discovery requests a description of the document that is sufficient for purposes of a request to produce or a subpoena duces tecum, including the following:						
a) the type of document (e.g., letter, memorandum, etc.);
b) the date of the document; the title or label of the document;
c) the Bates number or other identifier used to number the document for use in litigation; the identity of the originator;
d) the identity of each person to whom it was sent;
e) the identity of each person to whom a copy or copies were sent;
f) a summary of the contents of the document;
g) the name and last known address of each person who presently has possession, custody or control of the document;
h) if any such document was, but is no longer, in your possession, custody or control or is no longer in existence, state whether it: (1) is missing or lost; (2) has been destroyed; or (3) has been transferred voluntarily or involuntarily, and if so, state the circumstances surrounding the authorization for each such disposition and the date of such disposition.					
10. “Identify”, “identifying” or identity” when used in reference to a communication should be read to include information regarding the date of the communication, whether the communication was written or oral, the identity of all parties and witnesses to the communication, the substance of what was said and/or transpired and, if written, the identity of the document(s) containing or referring to the communication.

These discovery requests are intended to include requests for information, which is physically within your possession, custody or control as well as in the possession, custody or control of your agents, attorneys, or other third parties from which such documents may be obtained.
4. If any data request cannot be responded to or answered in full, answer to the extent possible and specify the reasons for your inability to answer fully.
5. These data requests are continuing in nature and require supplemental responses should information unknown to you at the time you serve your responses to these interrogatories subsequently become known.
6.  If you contend that any response to any data request may be withheld under the attorney-client privilege, the attorney work product doctrine or any other privilege or basis, please state the following with respect to each such response in order to explain the basis for the claim of privilege and to permit adjudication of the propriety of that claim:  
a) the privilege asserted and its basis.
b) a log should be provided identifying starting and ending bates numbers.
c) the nature of the information withheld;
d) the subject matter of the document, except to the extent that you claim it is privileged.

e) a description of the document to which the privilege applies. 
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STF-PIA-33-1 Refer to the response to STF-PIA-29-3. Indicate when the Company expects to have the new storm modeling tools developed and operational. In addition, provide an update on the specific tools that are in development and/or operational.

STF-PIA-33-2 Refer to the response to STF-PIA-29-4.  Provide a narrative of how the Company uses the Distribution Resource Management Tracking Application to determine resource needs before a storm. Include any materials the Company uses such as guidelines, procedures, or models (e.g., decision trees) to determine resource needs. 

STF-PIA-33-3 Refer to the response to STF-PIA-29-8. The question asked for a copy of all internal or external reviews or critiques. The response provided a summary of the Company’s review and action items. Provide a copy of all documentation related to the internal and external reviews and critiques or state there is none.

STF-PIA-33-4 Confirm the Company agrees that expenses deferred and charged against the storm reserve should be limited to those that are “incremental” incurred solely to respond to the storm and that are not already recovered in base or rider revenues in order to avoid double recovery of the same expenses. If this is not correct, then provide a corrected statement and explain in detail why each correction is necessary. In addition, provide all support for your response.

STF-PIA-33-5 Refer to the responses to STF-PIA-29-10 and STF-PIA-29-28. 
a. Provide the Company’s conceptual framework and a narrative description in support of that framework used to determine the storm costs that are incremental and eligible for deferral to the storm reserve.
b. Provide Company’s calculation framework and a narrative description in support of that framework for the quantification of the incremental amounts in each category of storm costs eligible for deferral to the storm reserve. 

STF-PIA-33-6 Refer to the response to STF-PIA-29-10. 
a. Define the terms/categories “distribution major storm restoration work – base charges” and “transmission major storm restoration work – base charges” and describe all charges eligible and all charges that are not eligible for deferral in these categories to the storm reserve.
b. Confirm that all costs identified as related to the storm are deferred to the storm reserve, except for Company straight time payroll expense not related to the repair of transmission and distribution lines, facilities, and equipment. If this is not correct, then provide a corrected statement. In addition, provide an affirmative statement that describes in detail all Company straight time payroll that is eligible for deferral to the storm reserve and provide a list of all charges that are not eligible for deferral to the storm reserve. Provide all support relied on for your response.
c. Provide a copy of all relevant schedules and workpapers that were used to quantify the authorized storm accrual expense in the most recent base rate proceeding. Confirm that the authorized storm accrual expense includes straight time and overtime payroll and related expenses, contractor expenses, materials and supplies expense, and other expenses to repair damage and restore service in response to storm damage and loss of service. If this is not correct, then provide a corrected statement, an explanation of the reasons for each correction, and all support relied on for your response.
d. Describe in detail whether there were any reductions to the proforma functional O&M expenses for straight time and overtime payroll and related payroll expenses, contractor expenses, materials and supplies expense, and other expenses to repair damage and restore service that were included in the storm accrual expense authorized in the most recent base rate case proceeding. Provide all support relied on for your response. 
e. Refer to the response to part (a) of this question. Confirm that the Company’s base revenues provide recovery of all straight time payroll expense related to the repair of transmission and distribution lines, facilities, and equipment without reduction for per books amounts deferred and charged against the storm reserve during the test year. If this is not correct, then provide a corrected statement and all support relied on for your response, including schedules and workpapers from the Company’s most recent base revenue requirement calculation in a rate case filing before the Commission.
f. Define the terms/categories “distribution major storm restoration work – reserve charges” and “transmission major storm restoration work – reserve charges” and describe all charges eligible and all charges that are not eligible for deferral in these categories to the storm reserve.
g. Refer to the response to STF-PIA-29-12(a) and the statement that: “During a storm response, all costs except base O&M expenses and capital plant assets associated with meters and transformers are recorded to the storm regulatory asset.”  Confirm that all overtime payroll and related payroll expenses, contractor straight time and overtime payroll expenses, materials and supplies expense, travel expense, and incidental expenses incurred to respond to storm damage and lost service and included in the categories listed in the immediately preceding part (f) of this question, are deferred to the storm reserve. If this is not correct, then provide a corrected statement, including a list of all such costs that are not deferred to the storm reserve. Provide all support relied on for your response.
h. Refer to the response to part (g) of this question. Confirm that the Company’s base revenues provide recovery of all overtime payroll and related payroll expenses and contractor straight time and overtime payroll expenses, without reduction for the per books amounts for these expenses that were deferred and charged against the storm reserve during the test year. If this is not correct, then provide a corrected statement and all support relied on for your response, including schedules and workpapers from the Company’s most recent base revenue requirement calculation in a rate case filing before the Commission.

STF-PIA-33-7 Refer to the response to STF-PIA-29-14 and the attachment showing the costs for each storm in total for each month January 2022 through March 2025. For each storm, provide the costs incurred in each of the following categories in i) total (capital plus expense, including expense amounts recovered in base or rider revenues), ii) expense only (after removal of the capital costs), and (iii) incremental expense only (after removal of expenses recovered in base or rider revenues):
a. Straight time payroll and related payroll costs (payroll taxes and other payroll loaders and benefits), 
b. Overtime payroll and related payroll costs (payroll taxes and other payroll loaders and benefits), 
c. Electric line contractors and equipment, 
d. Vegetation management contractors and equipment, 
e. Other contractors, e.g., flaggers, hydraulic pumping, etc., and equipment, 
f. Materials and supplies, 
g. Fuel, 
h. Owned vehicle and equipment charges, 
i. Staging and other field support services, including, but not limited to, lodging, catering, and sanitation services. 
j. Each other category of costs maintained by the Company for storm costs.

STF-PIA-33-8 Refer to STF-PIA-29-15. As previously requested, provide a copy of all individual vendor invoices associated with the storm restoration costs incurred for Hurricane Helene included in STF-PIA-29-15 Attachments F and G.
