Response to Question IV.2(B)
GTECC is authorized to provide interexchange (long distance) resale and/or prepaid calling services in all 50 states.  It also offers international telecommunications services to selected foreign countries.

GTECC is currently authorized to provide competitive local exchange services in 21 states on a resale and/or facilities basis.  GTECC has not had any state revoke or suspend GTECC’s existing authority.

GTECC is a wholly-owned subsidiary of the parent corporation, GTE Corporation.  Affiliates of GTECC include the GTE Telephone Operating Companies, which are incumbent local exchange carriers authorized to provide telecommunications services in 28 states; GTE Mobilnet, which provides wireless services through its various subsidiaries in numerous states; and several foreign telephone operating companies.

GTECC respectfully requests a waiver from any requirement to file copies of Commission orders granting operating authority to GTECC or one of its affiliates.  It would be unduly burdensome for GTECC to provide such orders and it is not likely to lead to relevant discovery of GTECC’s requested authority and operation in Georgia.

Response to Question IV.2(C)

GTECC currently has applications pending to provide competitive local exchange services in five states and the District of Columbia as well as several facility applications.  GTECC has received authority to provide competing local exchange services in all states where final orders have been issued.  GTECC was denied such authority for some locations in the state of Texas due to a peculiarity in Texas law that is in the process of being appealed.

Once certificated, GTECC intends to provide a broad array of retail services to both residential and business customers.  These services will be offered pursuant to Applicant’s Illustrative Tariff attached as Exhibit E.  GTECC will be negotiating with BellSouth, the incumbent Local Exchange Carrier, to obtain a resale and unbundled network element Interconnection agreement.  GTECC will then be able to develop and file final rates for a number of local exchange services to both businesses and residential customers, which may include some or all of the following:

As a reseller, GTECC’s local traffic will be routed over the network of its underlying local carriers, initially Bell South.  Consequently, the quality of service that GTECC’s local exchange customers receive and the hours of operation of those services will be equivalent to that provided by the incumbent LEC.

GTECC has also established separate residential and business customer call centers that may be reached on a toll-free basis 24 hours per day, seven days a week.

Response to Questions VII.4

GTECC expects to negotiate an interconnection agreement with Bell South that includes the resale of Bell South’s retail services and use of unbundled network element facilities owned by Bell South.  The annual rental fees, terms and conditions, and other considerations are not known at this time.  The interconnection agreement will be filed with the Commission, upon execution and pursuant to State and Federal requirements.

Response to Question VII.5

GTECC will be negotiating with incumbent LECs, initially Bell South, to obtain viable resale and unbundled network element interconnection agreements.  Applicant intends to do its own monthly billing.

Response to Question VII.6

GTECC has established separate customer call centers for residence and business customers.  GTECC’s customer contact representatives will handle customer requests for service, service orders, billing questions, trouble reporting, general service inquiries, “how-to” inquiries and customer complaints.  GTECC’s residence and business customer call centers will be open 24 hours per day, seven days a week and may be reached on a toll-free basis.  A Customer Relations Department has also been established to handle escalated customer complaints.

Response to Question VIII.4

On a company-wide basis, GTECC has in excess of 750 employees and contractors that are currently supporting its competitive local exchange carrier start-up preparations.  GTECC has established a national Sales Support Center in Georgia that currently has in excess of 75 employees.

Projected employee levels, for the total company as well as Georgia local service operations, are dependent on the success GTECC has in marketing its services in Georgia and the rest of the country as well as the terms and conditions negotiated in interconnection agreements.  At this time, such projections would be purely speculative.

Response to Question VIII.5

As of the date of this application, GTECC has no competitive local exchange carrier switching or transmission facilities in the state of Georgia.  GTECC intends to initially enter the market on a resale basis and through the use of unbundled network elements obtained from underlying local carriers. GTECC will be negotiating interconnection agreements with these carriers to provide access to such facilities.  GTECC intends to augment its service offerings in the future, adding new services as they become available from the incumbent LECs and as the Company uses its own facilities to provide service.  However, at the present time the Company has no engineering diagrams or cost estimates of such company owned communications facilities.

See Exhibit I, Estimated Income Statement.  As of the date of this application, Applicant has no local service customers in Georgia and has not negotiated an Interconnection Agreement with Bell South.  The referenced data in Exhibit I is highly speculative and does not represent accurate 3-year projections of GTECC’s detailed financial results for Georgia local service operations.  Please treat the information in Exhibit I as trade secrets of GTECC, and do not disclose to the public.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION
GTECC is financially qualified to provide competitive local exchange services on a resale and facilities basis.  As previously stated, GTECC is a wholly-owned subsidiary of the parent corporation, GTE Corporation.  GTE Communications Corporation represents one of three primary business groups of GTE Corporation.  The other two business groups are GTE Network Services which provides local exchange and access service, and GTE Mobilnet, which provides wireless telephone service.  GTECC has a separate board of directors, operating officers, corporate headquarters and operational employees from its affiliated entities.  GTECC maintains separate books of account and prepares financial statements that are consolidated, along with those of the other GTE Corporation affiliates, into GTE Corporation’s consolidated financial statements.

GTECC has the full financial backing of its parent corporation, GTE Corporation.  A commitment letter describing GTE Corporation’s financial support for GTECC is attached to this Exhibit H and encompasses facility as well as operating needs of GTECC.
