Optimum Energy has the financial resources necessary to successfully operate in the retail natural gas market in Georgia.  

Optimum Energy has marketed energy-related products and currently has gross revenues of approximately $30 million per year.  Optimum Energy has proven its ability to obtain and maintain significant bank and vendor lines of credit as well as strategic alliances with other parties.

Optimum Energy and its subsidiary Georgia Tank Lines operate profitably as two distinct entities which are not dependent upon one another for success, thereby giving a secure base for future growth and diversification into other areas.

Additionally, continued diversification into distinctly different arenas provides for protection from changes and down times in a particular market place.

(B)      Demonstrate that the applicant’s financial plans and resources will provide the means to implement the applicant’s business / marketing plans for this certificated service in Georgia.
Optimum Energy has developed a plan, both financial and marketing, that enables it to enter the retail natural gas business with the highest degree of effectiveness in market penetration and customer support capability, while providing a method requiring the least amount of financial risk.

Optimum Energy may utilize external resources for several key components of its plan:

For Marketing Services, Optimum Energy may utilize both inside sales, independent contractors and agents, and strategic alliance partners such as Electric Membership Cooperatives.

For Technical Services, Optimum Energy may utilize both in-house and outsource personnel to enable the addition of personnel on an as-needed basis as it grows.

For Ancillary Services, such Meter Reading, Billing, Payment Processing, Collections, and Call Center, Optimum Energy may utilize Electric Membership Cooperatives, Atlanta Gas Light Company, or other providers depending upon the availability of such services.
Based on extensive financial analysis, Optimum Energy believes that the initial capitalization of Peachtree Natural Gas will be sufficient for start up capital. In addition, Optimum Energy anticipates marketing directly to several different customer types, using many varieties of marketing approaches.

While recognized for long term relationships with customers and suppliers alike, Optimum Energy does not rely too heavily on any single supplier or customer, enhancing our ability to survive changes in the marketplace.  No single customer represents more than 10% of Optimum Energy’s revenue.



Optimum Energy’s management is particularly adept at developing strategic alliances with other entities as necessary to provide avenues for capitalizing on potential business opportunities without overextending its capital resources. Optimum Energy has eight (8) years of experience serving the needs of interruptible customers in both Georgia and several other states (Maryland, Ohio, California, Texas, Tennessee, and North Carolina).

Optimum Energy anticipates that the availability of gas supply on both long- and short-term purchases will be more than adequate to serve the needs of our customers - whether firm or interruptible.  Included as EXHIBIT O are letters from current gas suppliers indicating that supply is available and that Optimum Energy is in good standing with many major suppliers.

The information in EXHIBIT O is  provided pursuant to the protection of the Georgia Trade Secrets Act.

Adequate capacity will be available to serve the needs of our firm customers, through the assignment from Atlanta Gas Light Company of both intrastate and interstate pipeline capacity to the marketer for the firm customers.  In addition, Retained Storage (MARS) is available and assigned to serve the capacity requirements of firm customers.  Lastly, Optimum Energy anticipates purchasing any additional firm capacity that might be required directly from the pipelines or from firm holders in the form of Non-recallable Released Capacity.

In summary, Optimum Energy sees no limitations to its ability to provide gas  supply and capacity to its firm customers in any of the delivery groups.

(D)     The applicant’s contingency plan to provide gas to firm customers in the event that a supply disruption occurs.
Optimum Energy will utilize several methods to insure reliable gas supply to firm users that include, but are not limited to, the following:

1.
Curtailment of Interruptible end-users

2.
Use of Marketer Accessible Retained Storage (MARS) as made available by Atlanta Gas Light

3.
Access to LNG Peaking Services as provided by Atlanta Gas Light

4.
Displacement of gas supply to unaffected pipelines or from unaffected areas

Access to Propane Gas as provided by either Atlanta Gas Light or directly by Optimum Energy   (Optimum Energy maintains a minimum of 1 million gallons of propane in storage and has the use of its affiliate’s fleet of propane delivery trucks 365 days per year).



(E)      The procedures that will be employed in a gas-related emergency (i.e. force majeure, interstate limitations).

Gas Leaks / Etc.
Optimum Energy will be utilizing call center services provided by either Electric Membership Cooperatives located throughout the state or Atlanta Gas Light Company to handle all incoming customer service calls.  These call centers will be staffed 24 hours per day and 7 days per week.  All safety related calls coming in to outside call centers will be automatically transferred to AGLC’s call center.

Force Majeure / Interstate Limitations
All pipeline issues, such as pressure problems, compressor issues, and the like will continue to be the sole responsibility of AGLC in the deregulated environment, therefore actual force majeure circumstances will not be the responsibility of Optimum Energy.  It is assumed that AGLC will continue to do as they have done in the past and utilize on-system storage and peak shaving (both LNG and Propane) to supplement shortfalls resulting from interstate pipeline issues as well as pressure problems on their own system.

Due to the significant volume of interruptible sales that Optimum Energy has historically managed (and curtailed as Agent for most of our End-users), Optimum Energy will be able to curtail any or all interruptible volumes in affected areas in order to maximize system capability during times of trouble.
(F)     A notarized document stating that the applicant has met or has the ability to meet the creditworthiness standards of the interstate pipelines serving the state of Georgia and the Commission approved creditworthiness standards of the applicable electing distribution company.
