COMMENTS OF SAVANNAH ELECTRIC AND POWER COMPANY

SAVANNAH ELECTRIC AND POWER COMPANY (“Savannah Electric” or the “Company”) submits these comments to the questions asked by the Georgia Public Service Commission (“Commission”) in its November 2, 1999 Procedural and Scheduling Order issued in the above referenced docket.  Savannah Electric’s comments are limited to matters concerning Hunter Army Airfield which is part of the Company’s electric service area.


With respect to questions number 1, 5 and 7, Savannah Electric concurs with the response and support contained in the RESPONSE OF GEORGIA POWER COMPANY filed in the above referenced docket and docket no. 11276-U, IN RE: United States Air Force Petition for Declaratory Ruling Concerning Robins Air Force Base (“Georgia Power Response”).  


Savannah Electric further concurs with the Georgia Power Response to Question 6 pertaining to the “Federal Enclave” doctrine.  As additional information, Savannah Electric further responds that based upon land records, Hunter Army Airfield was established by the federal government in approximately 1942-1943.  Thus, as noted in the Georgia Power Response, without an effective cession statute during this period, Hunter Army Airfield would have been effectively ceded under the 1952 Act.  See, Ga. Code Ann. § 15-303 (1952).  Therefore, Hunter Army Airfield does not qualify as an enclave. The cession of Hunter Army Airfield was and is subject to Georgia retention of jurisdiction over the regulation of public utilities services in any ceded territory Nevertheless, as put forth by Georgia Power in its response, the Commission need not resolve this question in order to rule on the pending petitions for declaratory judgment. All interested parties agree that the “behind the meter” distribution systems may be “privatized” at the bases in question in accordance with existing state law.  No party apparently claims that any base in question can switch its existing electrical supplier at the meter.  Any ruling by the Commission should so note.

Questions number 2, 3 and 4 are not applicable to Savannah Electric.

As a final point, Savannah Electric concurs with the Conclusion and recommended declarations set forth in the Georgia Power Response.
