Starting in early 1972, I became the system engineer for Harrison County Rural Electric Membership Cooperative located in Corydon, Indiana.  As system engineer, I was involved in short and long-range planning, construction of facilities and system operations.  In late 1972, I became the system engineer for the Tipmont Rural Electric Membership Cooperative located in Linden, Indiana.  This cooperative serves consumers in 8 counties and is one of the largest electric cooperatives in the State of Indiana.  As staff engineer, I was involved in short and long-range planning, construction of facilities, system operations, and territorial matters affecting the cooperative.

In early 1974, I joined Southern Engineering Company as a staff engineer in the Distribution Design Department. WHAT DO YOU CONCLUDE BASED ON YOUR REVIEW OF THIS INFORMATION?
