As required in the April 21, 2004 Letter Order in the above referenced docket, this correspondence constitutes a full and complete report on the final disposition of the change in control of Dominion Telecom, Inc. from its former parent, Dominion Fiber Ventures, LLC, to its new parent, Elantic Networks, Inc., and of the name change of such entity to Elantic Telecom, Inc.  We file three (3) copies of this letter and a diskette copy herewith.  We also have enclosed one (1) copy of this letter to be stamped “filed” and returned to me using the enclosed self-addressed, stamped envelope.

On March 16, 2004, Dominion Telecom, Inc., Dominion Fiber Ventures, LLC, Cavalier Telephone LLC and Elantic Networks, Inc. sought the Commission’s approval of the proposed change in control of Dominion Telecom, Inc. and name change.  In April 2004, the parties obtained the Commission’s approval through the Letter Order.

On May 20, 2004, Dominion Telecom, Inc. merged with Elantic Networks Merger Sub, Inc. Moreover, Georgia customers of Elantic Telecom, Inc. will continue to receive quality service and are being notified of the name change.  We further attach a copy of the Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation of Elantic Telecom, Inc. and the Certificate of Merger and Restatement.
