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APPLICATION OF TARIFF

This tariff sets forth the service offerings, rates, terms and conditions applicable to the furnishing of intrastate communications services by MCImetro ACCESS TRANSMISSION SERVICES, LLC, to Customers within the local exchange service area defined herein.
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1.
Definitions

Certain terms used generally throughout this tariff are defined below.

Advance Payment:  Payment of all or part of a charge required before the start of service.

Authorized User:  A person, firm, corporation or other entity that either is authorized by the Customer to use local exchange telephone service or is placed in a position by the Customer, either through acts or omissions, to use local exchange telephone service.

Call Forward Busy:  Automatically routes incoming calls to a designated answering point when the called line is busy.

Call Forward No Answer:  Automatically routes incoming calls to a designated answering point when the called line does not answer within a pre‑specified number of

Call Forward Variable:  Automatically routes incoming calls to a designated answering of whether the user's Station is idle or busy.

Call Hold:  Allows the User to hold one call for any length of time provided that neither party goes On Hook.

Call Park:  Allows a User to "park" a call against their directory number within the “unpark” the call from any other directory number.  A business of a series of Customer‑defined telephone numbers.

Call Pickup:  Allows a User to answer incoming calls to another Station line within a defined call pickup group. Call Pickup is provided as either Group Call Pickup, where predesignated groups can pickup each others calls by activating an access code or a feature key, or Directed Call Pickup, where any call can be retrieved by dialing a different access code followed by the extension number.

Call Transfer/Consultation/Conference:  Provides the capability to transfer or add a third party, using the same line.

Call Waiting:  Provides the User with a burst of tone to indicate that another call is waiting. The second call can either be answered by flashing the switchhook or hanging up the phone and being rung back by the caller.

Call Waiting Cancel:  Allows a User to cancel the Call Waiting feature on a per call basis by dialing a specific two digit code.

Calling Number Delivery:  Identifies the 1 0‑digit number of the calling party.

Calling Number Delivery Blocking:  Is an optional feature which allows a customer to block the delivery of their telephone number to the called party's destination display on a selective or complete basis. Selective Blocking allows a customer to activate and deactivate on a per‑call basis Calling Number Delivery Blocking using a feature access code prior to placing an outgoing call. Selective Blocking does not prevent the delivery of telephone numbers to 911 emergency providers. Complete Blocking allows a customer to request Calling Number Delivery Blocking on the customer's line or trunk which automatically blocks the delivery of the callers number on all outgoing calls. Complete Blocking does not prevent the delivery of telephone numbers to 911 emergency providers.

Company:   MCImetro ACCESS TRANSMISSION SERVICES, LLC, a Delaware Corporation, which is the issuer of this tariff.

Conference/Six-Way:  The User can sequentially call up to five other people and add them together to make up a six-way call.

Caller ID Number:  1/ Allows the subscriber to view the phone number of the person calling before the phone is answered.

Caller ID Name and Number:  Allows the subscriber to view the name and phone number of the person calling before the phone is answered.

Customer:  The person, firm, corporation or other entity which orders service and is responsible for the payment of charges and for compliance with the Company's tariff regulations.

Customer Group Dialing Plan:  A dialing scheme shared by the members of a Customer group, such as 4 digit internal dialing.

Dial Pulse (DP):  The pulse type employed by rotary dial Station sets.

Direct Inward Dialing (DID):  A service attribute that routes incoming calls directly to Stations, by-passing a central answering point.

Do Not Disturb:  Allows the User to prevent incoming calls from ringing its line by diverting them to a tone or a recorded announcement that informs the caller that the User is not accepting calls at this time.

Dual Tone Multi‑Frequency ("DTMF"):  The pulse type employed by tone dial Station sets.

Due Date Change:  A customer‑initiated request to delay the service commencement date after an order for service has been placed. 

Exchange Carrier:  Any individual, partnership, association, joint-stock company, trust, governmental entity or corporation engaged in the provision of local exchange telephone service.

Expedite:  A service order that is processed at the request of the customer in a time period shorter than the Company standard Service Interval.


Hunting:  uniform call distribution - Calls will be distributed evenly among a trunk group or hunt group by number of calls. For example the first call will go to the first member of the group, the second call to the second member, until each member has received a call, at which point the next call goes to the first member

Sequential:  Calls will start with the number of the line or trunk dialed and hunt up to the end of the trunk or hunt group. For a 10 line hunt group, if the fifth line is dialed, the switch will attempt to place the call on the fifth line. If that line is busy it will hunt through lines 6-10 stopping at line 10, and sending back a busy if no lines were available.

Circular:  Calls will start with the number of the line or trunk dialed and hunt up to the end of the trunk or hunt group and then start at the beginning of the trunk group and hunt back to the line that was dialed. For a 10 line hunt group, if the fifth line is dialed, the switch will attempt to place the call on the fifth line. If that line is busy it will hunt through lines 6-10, then hunt lines 1-4, and sending back a busy if no lines were available.

High Capacity: A High Capacity Inbound Line or Trunk is any inbound line or trunk for which, during any monthly billing period and at any location or individual building address of a customer, the following three conditions are met: 1) more than 70 percent of the traffic carried is inbound local; and 2) the average off‑hook time per call is more than ten minutes. Monthly charges shall apply to each High Capacity inbound Line or Trunk used by the Customer. These charges are in lieu of other monthly recurring Local line, Local Trunk-Basic, and Local Trunk DID and are in addition to non‑recurring and per minute usage charges specified elsewhere in this tariff.

Individual Case Basis:  A service arrangement in which the regulations, rates and charges are developed based on the specific circumstances of the Customer's situation.

Interim Local Number Portability (ILNP) (via Remote Call Forwarding (RCF)):  Remote Call Forwarding allows a Local Line Customer to retain its existing Local Exchange Carrier telephone number by using this feature to port its telephone number to MCI Local Service. Monthly charges will apply per telephone number. A number of paths can be associated with this number to permit multiple simultaneous calls to be received. A maximum of 99 paths can be associated with a single ported number.

Joint User:  A person, firm or corporation designated by the Customer as a user of local exchange service furnished to the Customer by the Company, and to whom a portion of the charges for such facilities are billed under a joint use arrangement.

LATA:  A local access and transport area established pursuant to the Modification of Final Judgment entered by the United States District Court for the District of Columbia in Civil Action No. 82‑0192 for the provision and administration of communications services.

Least Idle Trunk Selection (LIDL):  LIDL trunk selection occurs when a switching unit selects from a Trunk group the Trunk that has been idle for the shortest period of time.

Local Calling:  A completed call or telephonic Communication between a calling Station and any other Station within the local service area of the calling Station.

Local Exchange Carrier:  A company which furnishes exchange telephone service.

Mbps:  Megabits, or millions of Bits, per second.

Message Waiting:  This feature provides an indication to a Station User that a message is waiting. Indications may be visual (lamp) or audible (stuttered dialtone).

Most Idle Trunk Selection (MIDL):  MIDL Trunk selection occurs when a switching unit selects from a Trunk group the Trunk that has been idle for the longest period of time.

Multiple Appearance Directory Numbers:  A directory number that is assigned more than once to one or more Proprietary Business Sets.

Multi-Frequency (“MF”):  An inter‑machine pulse‑type used for signaling between telephone switches, or between telephone switches and PBX/key systems.

Non-Recurring Charges:  The one‑time initial charges for services or facilities, including but not limited to charges for construction, installation, or special fees, for which the Customer becomes liable at the time the Service Order is executed.

Off‑Hook:  The term 'off‑hook' denotes the active condition of a telephone exchange service line.

On‑Hook:  The term 'on‑hook" denotes the idle condition of a telephone exchange service line.

Presubscription –2:  An arrangement whereby a Customer may select and designate to the Company an Exchange Carrier it wishes to access, without an access code, for completing intraLATA toll calls. The selected Exchange Carrier is referred to as the End Users Primary Interexchange Carrier (PIC‑2).

Recurring Charges:  The monthly charges to the Customer for services, facilities and equipment, which continue for the agreed upon duration of the service.

Remote Call Forwarding (RCF):  RCF allows all calls dialed to a telephone number equipped for RCF service to be automatically forwarded to another dialable telephone number. This service enables a customer to list a local directory number that is forwarded to a different city or exchange. Each RCF service allows for the forwarding of one call at a given time. The RCF customer is responsible for any applicable usage rates/charges between the RCF number and the terminating number.

Conditions:

1.
RCF service is not offered when the answering location for a forwarded call is a coin/coinless, Semi‑public/public telephone service.

2.
The Company cannot guarantee the grade of transmission on remotely forwarded calls.  Normal grade end‑to‑end transmission is not guaranteed because transmission characteristics may vary depending on distance and routing required to complete the forwarded portion of the call.

3.
RCF service will only be provided when, the in the judgement of the Company, the customer subscribes to sufficient RCF facilities at the terminating (answering) location to adequately handle calls without impairing, disrupting or deteriorating any services offered by the Company. In the event that the use of RCF service causes impairment, disruption or deterioration, the Company shall have the right to discontinue the RCF service.

RCF service is required for each directory number being forwarded. A customer can request additional RCF service (call paths) provided the customer has a receiving group of lines equal to the number of RCF services requested, (i.e., directory number is forwarded to a remote group of 5 lines ‑ the customer can have up to 5 RCF services.).

Service Commencement Date:  The first day following the date on which the Company notifies the Customer that the requested service or facility is available for use, unless extended by the Customer's refusal to accept service which does not conform to standards set forth in the Service Order or this tariff, in which case the Service Commencement Date is the date of the Customer's acceptance of service. The parties may mutually agree on a substitute Service Commencement Date.

Service Order:  The written request for local exchange services executed by the Customer and the Company in a format specified by the Company. The signaling of a Service Order by the Customer and acceptance thereof by the Company initiates the respective obligations of the parties as set forth therein and pursuant to this tariff, but the duration of the service is calculated from the Service Commencement Date.

Services:  The Company's telecommunications services offered on the Company's network.

Shared Facilities: A facility or equipment system or subsystem which can be used simultaneously by several Customers.

Speed Dial-8 and Seed Dial-30:  Speed Dial‑8: Allows placing calls to eight (8) other phone number by dialing a one or two digit code rather than the complete phone number.

Speed Dial‑30:  Allows placing calls to thirty (30) other phone number by dialing a one or two digit code rather than the complete phone number.

Station:  Telephone equipment from or to which calls are placed.

Toll Restriction:  Used to prevent a Station from dialing certain codes and numbers.

Trunk:  A communications path connecting two switching systems in a network, used in the establishment of an end‑to‑end connection.

User:  A Customer or any other person authorized by the Customer to use service provided under this tariff.

Call trace allows a called party to initiate an automatic trace of the last call received and is available for Local Line Customers. After receiving an offending call, the customer must hang up and dial the feature code *57 (1157 for rotary phones) prior to receiving another inbound call. After dialing the feature code, the customer receives a recording that indicates that the trace was successful, and that the originating number has been captured and forwarded to the company. The recording will also provide the customer a toll free number to the company's Annoyance Call Bureau (ACB) Center for the customer to call for further action or to speak to an ACB representative. 

An ACB representative advises the customer that the telephone numbers of calls identified as harassing shall be released only to authorized investigative or law enforcement officers. This information will not be given directly to the customer. Customers will be instructed to file a complaint with the appropriate law enforcement officials. Information on originating telephone number identified as harassing are released verbally to law enforcement with proof of identification A subpoena is required before written records may be released to law enforcement. The company is not liable for damages if, for any reason, the call trace attempts is not successful. The practices of law enforcement officials vary, and the company does not represent that any action taken by such officials with regards to the traced number.

Priority Call Ringing:  Priority Call Ringing provides a distinctive ringing pattern to the subscribing customer for up to six specific telephone numbers. The customer creates a screening list of up to six telephone numbers either by adding the last number associated with the line (incoming or outgoing), or by pre‑selecting the numbers via an interactive dialing sequence. When a call is received from one of the predetermined telephone numbers, the customer is alerted with a distinctive ringing pattern ‑short, long, short). Calls from telephone numbers not included on the screening list will produce a normal, ring. The screening list may be edited and revised at the customer's discretion.

Priority Call Forwarding:  Priority Call Forwarding allows the customer to transfer selected calls to another telephone number. A screening list of up to six numbers is created by the customer and placed in the network memory either by adding the last number associated with the line (incoming or outgoing), or by pre‑selecting the numbers via an interactive dialing sequence. Subsequently, calls are forwarded to the Call Forwarding telephone number only if the calling number can be obtained and is found to match a number on the screening list. The screening list may be edited and revised at the customer's discretion. Toll charges will apply when forwarded to numbers outside of the customer's local calling area, where facilities permit.

Referral Service:  Referral Service notifies callers that the called number has either been disconnected or refers callers to the new telephone number.

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9. GRANDFATHERED SERVICES

DEFINITIONS

Certain terms used generally throughout this tariff are described below.

Advance Payment

Part or all of a payment required before the start of service.

Access Services

The Company's interstate telephone services offered pursuant to this tariff.

Busy Hour Minutes of Capacity (BHMC)

The term "Busy Hour Minutes of Capacity (BHMC)" denotes the Customer specified maximum amount of Switched Access Service and/or Directory Assistance Service access minutes the Customer expects to be handled in an end office switch during any hour in an 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. period for the Feature Group and/or Directory Assistance Service ordered.  This Customer specified BHMC quantity is the input data the Company uses to determine the number of transmission paths for the Feature Group and/or Directory Assistance Service ordered.

Carrier or Common Carrier

See Interexchange Carrier.

Common Channel Signaling

The term "Common Channel Signaling" (CCS) denotes a high speed packet switched communications network which is separate (out of band) from the public packet switched and message networks.  Its purpose is to carry addressed signaling messages for individual trunk circuits and/or database related services between Signaling Points in the CCS network.

Company or MCImetro

MCImetro ACCESS TRANSMISSION SERVICES, LLC, the issuer of this tariff, and its concurring subsidiaries.
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DEFINITIONS

Company Calling Card

A telephone calling card issued by the Company at the Customer's request, which enables the Customer or User(s) authorized by the Customer to place calls over the Network and to have the charges for such calls billed to the Customer's account.

Credit Card

A Credit Card is an accepted credit card, which is defined as a credit card that the cardholder has requested or applied for and received, or has signed, used or authorized another person to use to obtain credit.  Any credit card issued as an renewal or substitute in accordance with this paragraph is an accepted credit card when received by the cardholder.

Customer

The person, firm or corporation which orders service and is responsible for the payment of charges and compliance with the Company's regulations.

End Office

With respect to each NPA-NXX code prefix assigned to the Company, the location of the Company's "end office" for purposes of this tariff shall be the point of interconnection associated with that NPA-NXX code in the Local Exchange Routing Guide, issued by Bellcore.

End User or User

Any person or entity that obtains the Company's services provided under this Tariff, regardless of whether such person or entity is so authorized by the Customer.

Exchange Telephone Company

Denotes any individual, partnership, association, joint-stock company, trust, or corporation engaged in providing switched communication within an exchange.

Interexchange Carrier (IC) or Interexchange Common Carrier

The terms "Interexchange Carrier" (IC) or "Interexchange Common Carrier" denotes any individual, partnership, association, joint-stock company, trust, governmental entity or corporation engaged for hire in interstate or foreign communication by wire or radio, between two or more exchanges.
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DEFINITIONS
Intrastate Access Service

Provides for a two-point communications path between a Customer's premises or a collocated interconnection location and a end user's premises for originating and terminating calls within the state.

LATA

A Local Access and Transport Area established pursuant to the Modification of Final Judgment entered by the United States District Court for the District of Columbia in Civil Action No. 82-0192; or any other geographic area designated as a LATA in the NATIONAL EXCHANGE CARRIER ASSOCIATION, Inc. Tariff F.C.C. No. 4.

Network

Refers to the Company's facilities, equipment, and services provided under this Tariff.

Recurring Charges

The monthly charges to the Customer for services, facilities and equipment which continue for the agreed upon duration of the service.

Service Commencement Date

The first date on which the Company notifies the Customer that the requested service or facility is available for use, unless extended by the Customer's refusal to accept service which does not conform to standards set forth in the Service Order or this tariff, in which case the Service Commencement Date is the date of the Customer's acceptance.  The Company and the Customer may mutually agree on a substitute Service Commencement Date.  If the Company does not have an executed Service Order from a Customer, the Service Commencement Date will be the first date on which the service or facility was used by a Customer.
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DEFINITIONS

Service Order

The written request for access services executed by the Customer and the Company in the format devised by the Company.  The signing of a Service Order by the Customer and acceptance by the Company initiates the respective obligations of the parties as set forth therein and pursuant to this tariff, but the duration of the service is calculated from the Service Commencement Date.  Should a Customer use the Company's access service without an executed Service Order, the Company will then request the Customer to submit a Service Order.

Service Switching Point (SSP)

A Service Switching Point denotes an end office or tandem which, in addition to having SS7 and SP capabilities, is also equipped to query centralized data bases.

Serving Wire Center

The term "Serving Wire Center" denotes the wire center from which the Customer designated premises would normally obtain dial tone.

Shared

A facility or equipment system or subsystem that can be used simultaneously by several Customers.

Signaling Point (SP)

The term "Signaling Point (SP)" denotes an SS7 network interface element capable of originating and terminating SS7 trunk signaling messages.

Signaling Point of Interface (SPOI)

The term "Signaling Point of Interface (SPOI)" denotes the Customer designated location where the SS7 signaling information is exchanged between the Telephone Company and the Customer.

Signaling System 7 (SS7)

The term "Signaling System 7 (SS7)" denotes the layered protocol used for standardized common channel signaling in the United States and Puerto Rico.
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DEFINITIONS
Signal Transfer Point (STP)

The term "Signal Transfer Point (STP)" denotes a packet switch which provides access to the Telephone Company's SS7 network and performs SS7 message signal routing and screening.

Signal Transfer Point (STP) Port

The term "Signal Transfer Point (STP) Port" denotes the point of termination and interconnection to the STP.

Toll Free

A term to describe an inbound communications service which permits a call to be completed at a location without charge to the calling party.  Access to the service is gained by dialing a ten (10) digit telephone number (e.g., NPA is 800, 888, etc.).

Universal Emergency Telephone Number (911) Service

Wherever feasible, the Company will provide a universal Central Office number "911" for the use of Public Safety Agencies having the responsibility to protect the safety and property of the general public.  It is intended that use of 911 Service will provide the public with a means of simple and direct telephone access to a Public Safety Answering Point.

Wire Center

A building in which one or more central offices, used for the provision of Exchange Services, are located.

Customer traffic to end offices will be measured (i.e., recorded or assumed) by the Company at end office switches or access tandem switches.  Originating and terminating calls will be measured (i.e., recorded or assumed) by the Company to determine the basis for computing chargeable access minutes.  In the event the Customer message detail is not available because the Company lost or damaged tapes or experienced recording system outages, the Company will estimate the volume of lost Customer access minutes of use based on previously known values.

For originating calls over Feature Group B or D, usage measurement begins when the originating Feature Group B or D switch receives the first wink supervisory signal forwarded from the Customer's point of termination.

The measurement of originating call usage ends when the originating Feature Group B or D switch receives disconnect supervision from either the originating end user's end office, indicating the originating end user has disconnected, or the Customer's point of termination, whichever is recognized first by the switch.

For terminating calls over Feature Group B or D, the measurement of access minutes begins when the terminating Feature Group B or D switch receives answer supervision from the terminating end user's end office, indicating the terminating end user has answered.  For terminating calls over FGB and FGD Access Service, the measured minutes are chargeable access minutes. Where assumed minutes are used, the assumed minutes are the chargeable access minutes.

The measurement of terminating call usage over Feature Group B or D ends when the terminating Feature Group B or D switch receives disconnect supervision from either the terminating end user's end office, indicating the terminating end user has disconnected, or the Customer's point of termination, whichever is recognized first by the switch.

FGB and FGD access minutes or fractions thereof, the exact value of the fraction being a function of the switch technology where the measurement is made, are accumulated over the billing period for each end office, and are then rounded up to the nearest access minute for each end office.

The Local Transport Facility mileage rates are shown in Section 5.1.3 in terms of per mile per access minute.  To determine the rate to be billed, first compute the mileage.  Should the calculation result in a fraction of a mile, always round up to the next whole mile before determining the mileage.  Then multiply the mileage by the appropriate Local Transport Facility rate.  The amount to be billed shall be the product of this calculation (i.e., the number of miles multiplied by the per mile rate) multiplied by the number of access minutes.

Switched Access Service, which is available to Customers for their use in furnishing their services to end users, provides a two-point communications path between a Customer's premises and an end user's premises.  It provides for the use of common terminating, switching and trunking facilities.  Switched Access Service provides for the ability to originate calls from an end user's premises to a Customer's premises (or a collocated interconnection location), and to terminate calls from a Customer's premises (or a collocated interconnection location) to an end user's premises in the LATA where it is provided.  Switched Access Service must be ordered separately for each LATA in which the customer desires to originate or terminate calls.

Switched Access Service is provided in the following service categories, which are differentiated by their technical characteristics and the manner in which an end user or Customer accesses them when originating or terminating calls.

FGB Access, which is available to all Customers, provides trunk side access to Company end office switches with an associated uniform 950-XXXX access code for the Customer's use in originating and terminating communications.

FGD Access, which is available to all Customers, provides trunk side access to Company end office switches with an associated uniform 10XXX or 101XXXX access codes for the Customer's use in originating and terminating communications.  End users may also originate calls to a selected FGD Access Customer by dialing 1+NPA-NXX-XXXX when using the Company's presubscription service.

Toll Free Data Base Access Service, which is available to all Customers, provides trunk side access to Company end office switches in the originating direction only, for the Customer's use in originating calls dialed by an end user to telephone numbers beginning with the prefix "800" or "888".

Billing Name and Address (BNA) Service is the provision of the complete billing name, street address, city or town, state and zip code for a telephone number associated with a local service subscriber of the Company.

BNA Service is provided for the sole purpose of permitting the customer to bill its telephone communications service to its end users and may not be resold or used for any other purpose, including marketing activity such as market surveys or direct marketing by mail or by telephone.

The customer may not use BNA information to bill for merchandise, gift certificates, catalogs or other services or products.

BNA Service, which allows customers to submit the end user's ten-digit Automatic Number Identification (ANI) for returned end user BNA, is provided on a manual basis.  On a manual basis, the BNA information may be requested by a written request (i.e., U.S. mail or facsimile), or by e-mail request.  The Company, upon receipt of the customer's request, will process the ANI.  If the BNA information is available within the Company's billing records, the Company will produce a report of the associated BNA information in paper.

BNA information is furnished for 10XXX or 101XXXX dialing, collect, bill to third number and messages charged to a LEC joint-use calling card that is resident in the Company's data base.
