Second Amended Request For Commission Approval of a Schedule
For Issuance Of Requests For Proposals

On July 16, 2004, Georgia Power Company (“Georgia Power”) and Savannah Electric and Power Company (“Savannah Electric”) (collectively the “Companies”) filed a proposed schedule for the issuance of requests for proposals (“RFP”) in accordance with the Georgia Public Service Commission’s (“Commission”) Final Order in the above referenced docket.  On August 26, 2004, the Companies filed an amended request with respect to the proposed schedule.  Consistent with discussions the Companies have had with Commission Staff, the Companies now seek to further amend the proposed schedule in certain respects.  


Instead of an RFP issue date of March 1, 2005, as described in the July 16, 2004 filing, the Companies now plan to jointly issue a RFP for 7, 15 and 30 year Power Purchase Agreements (“PPAs”) on July 5, 2005.  In addition, instead of seeking approximately 1,000 MW of capacity and energy, the Companies now plan to seek approximately 1,200 MW of capacity and energy to be available June 1, 2009.  Given a planned RFP issue date of July 5, 2005, the RFP Service Date will be January 5, 2005.  No later than January 5, 2005, the Companies will notify the Commission of the “bid team” and the “bid evaluation team” members and physically segregate them as called for in subsection (d)3. of Georgia PSC Rule 515-3-4-.04(3).  The Companies will also provide the acknowledgements required by subsections (d)6. and (d)7. of Rule 515-3-4-.04(3) no later than January 5, 2005.

As discussed with the Commission Staff, the Companies propose to provide to the Staff a draft RFP and RFP Document, including draft pro forma power purchase agreements, no later than January 5, 2005, for discussion with the IE prior to posting the RFP and RFP Document on the website on March 1, 2005.  All other dates in the July 16, 2004 filing remain the same.  

The planned RFP issue dates in 2005, 2006 and 2007 are based upon current planning assumptions as approved in the Companies’ 2004 IRP.  If the expected issue dates change, the Companies’ will notify the Commission and seek further amendment to the Commission approved schedule.
